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To practice being mindful of the Buddha, it is important to be focused. However, a lay-person has
parents, a spouse, and a family to care for. Although it is inappropriate to pursue wealth by doing
what one should not, one should do one’s best to fulfill one’s responsibilities. It is not necessary to
drop everything in order to practice being mindful of the Buddha. However, it is acceptable to let go of
everything except the responsibilities of caring for one’s parents, wife, and family. Otherwise, it would
be a direct violation of fulfilling filial piety for one’s practice would not be following the Buddha’s
teaching. One must be aware of this.
