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Quote from Great Master Yinguang—Buddha Name Chanting Practitioner Should Vow to Be Reborn in the
Pure Land
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One should dedicate all accrued merits from reciting sutras and mantras, prostrating to Buddhas,
repenting, helping the poor and the victims of disasters, and from all charitable activities. One should
not cultivate for accruing the good fortune to be reborn as heavenly beings or as human beings
because by thinking this way, one will immediately cut off the affinity to be reborn in the Pure Land.
Not having ended the cycle of death and rebirth, the more good fortune one has the more likely it will
be for one to commit bad karmas and be reborn to bad paths. One would then find that being reborn
[next] as a human with the conditions to learn and practice the Pure Land method would be more
difficult. The Buddha taught us to chant the Buddha’'s name to be reborn in the Pure Land in our
current lifetime. If one cultivates to be reborn as a heavenly-being or as a human-being, one is
violating the Buddha’s teaching for doing so would be like trading a priceless piece of jewel for a
piece of candy. Is this not a pity?

It is a custom for Viethamese Buddhists to participate in a
Spring Walk after the Spring Festival or the Chinese New
Year.

Director Lin wished everyone a wonderful year with everything going their way and warmly invited our
Vietnamese friends to come and join the weekly Sunday
morning practice. Although there is language barrier,
when the Vietnamese practitioners followed Venerable
Minh Han in reciting the Heart Sutra and the Mantra of
Rebirth to the Pure Land, and then in walking meditation
while chanting the Buddha's name, everyone at the
Center was moved. The language barrier had dissolved.

At the end of the visit, Venerable Minh Han and Director
Lin exchanged gifts and jointly wished the friendship
between the two centers will last for a long time.
